The Mission of REACH of Macon County is to eradicate
domestic violence, sexual assault, and human trafficking

crimes in Macon County through prevention,
intervention, and educational services.

Our services include a 24-hour crisis line, textline,
safety planning, crisis counseling, emergency

shelter, animal kennel, court advocacy, medical
accompaniment, and educational services to support
victims through the process of physical, mental, and

emotional recovery.

In 2023-2024, REACH provided services to 194
unduplicated domestic violence victims, 46
unduplicated sexual assault victims, and 28

unduplicated human trafficking victims. We provided
shelter for 103 victims for a cumulative 5,851 nights,

supported 1,282 services through court advocacy,
assisted in 868 instances of housing crisis services, and

took 384  24/7 hotline crisis calls.
